Course Description →  
 

     •  This is a 4
th
 math course (above Alg 2 or Math 3) with a NC Final Exam (state-wide test where its 25% of final grade). 

     •  This course is an extension of Math 1, 2, 3, but also reviews many already taught concepts in previous math courses. 

     •  The course’s one math credit will go towards a college prep diploma for students who plan on attending a 4-year college. 
   

Textbook and Assignments →  
 

     • There is NO BOOK available for this course – it’s your responsibility to be organized with all of your assignments. 

     •  Notes – I will provide them for you but you are required to fill-in the missing information and complete examples. 

     •  Assignments – You will be required to do worksheets, classwork assignments, class activities, and projects. 

     •  Online (via Wikispaces) – All notes and assignments are printable and accessible online when absent or for reference. 

     •  HW/Notes Stamp Sheet – Every SINGLE set of notes and hw/cw assignment will be checked/tracked on a calendar. 

     •  Tests/Quiz/Assessments/Projects – I do NOT offer RETAKES or CORRECTIONS so don’t ask.  If you care – STUDY! 
 

 

Daily Supplies → 

     •  One three-ring binder with notebook dividers for notes, assignments, and quizzes/tests 

     •  Loose-leaf ruled notebook paper and graph paper (probably want to get at least a pack of each!) 

     •  Pencils (#2) – NO pens should be used to do math! 

     •  Casio, TI-83, TI-83 Plus, or TI-84 calculator – You MUST have a calculator and bring it to class EVERYDAY! 
 
 

Classroom and School Rules/Expectations → 
 

     •  Be prepared when the bell rings – make sure to have all materials at your desk and ready before I start class. 

     •  You will be GRADED DAILY (5 pts/day) which will be averaged to have a Weekly Grade.  Your ability to be on time  

         to class, behavior/attitude, motivation/participation, and work production will be factored into each daily/weekly grade. 

     •  NO talking when doing notes and taking tests/quizzes.  Show respect for other students, the school, and the teacher. 

     •  The Cell Phone Caddy – Cell phones will be TAKEN UP on a DAILY BASIS (unless needed to do a task or assignment) 

        The Cell Phone Caddy will contain slots with seat assign numbers – failure to put in box will result in an automatic referral. 

     •  Tardy Policy – First 2 tardies are “free” in terms of no written referral to AP, but will be docked 3 points from that day’s  

         daily grade automatically.  Your physical body must be in room before bell rings even if need to use facilities. 

         If tardy after 10 minutes after start of class or check out more than 10 minutes before class ends, then marked absent. 

         Three or more tardies will result written referrals and consequences from administration. 

     •  Departure Policy – Must be in a seat (not lined up at the door) before bell rings to end class or I will delay entire class.      
 

Notes and Homework Assignments – Stamp Sheet  →  
 

     •  Every SINGLE homework assignment in EACH UNIT will be checked and tracked on a chart set up like a calendar 

     •  In ALL UNITS, student’s NOTES will be checked along with that set of notes’ classwork/homework assignment 

     •  ALL Notes and Assignments (CW/HW) have to be stamped the DAY AFTER it was taught and/or assigned!!! 

     •  Notes/HW Stamp Sheets are DUE the day OF that Unit’s Test (Will accept Stampsheet ONE day late but 10 points off!) 

     •  A white board will keep track of what assignments/notes need to be stamped and when they’ve should have been stamped 

     •  It is your RESPONSBILITY to keep track of each assignment/notes on YOUR STAMP SHEET (but it’s due when it’s due) 
 

 

Extra Help / Tutoring / Making Up Assignments →  

     •  Days will be posted each week of when I will be available for extra help or when you can stay to makeup tests/quizzes 

     •  After school help will be from 2:35 pm – 3:15 pm (I will not be available in the morning for help…)
